Eugéne Flandin was received
at this palace in 1840 for an audience with Mohammad Shab the Qajar, who was then at
Isfaban. He wrote that “by turning the'Kbaju bridge into a dam, a lake was created in front
of these palaces for festivals and royalreceptions, which were accompanied by fireworks.”
